About This Wine
The Desert Rose is made from lllinois-grown Marechal Foch grapes, a
French-American hybrid grape. August Hill Winery works very closely
with some of the finest vineyards in Illinois to produce grapes with
specific criteria. These grapes are harvested in the early morning when
temperatures are cool. We gently crush and press them, and then put
the juice through a slow, cool fermentation in stainless steel tanks.

Winemaker’s Notes

This semi-dry, light-bodied wine is an easy-to-drink wine and is
considered to be similar to a White Zinfandel. On the palate, Desert
Rose is fresh, lively, and bursting with fruit flavor. For those who enjoy a

refreshing summer drink, the Desert Rose tastes great with our August
Hill Chill Mix.
